GENERAL INFORMATION
The Frontiers of Surface and Interface Science and Engineering 2003 (FSISE 2003), the Joint Conference of The 7th International Conference on Advanced Surface Engineering (ASE 2003) and the Second International Conference on Surface and Interface Science and Engineering (SISE 2003) will be held from May 9 to May 11, 2003 in Guangzhou, China. The conference is organized by the Chinese Society for Metals, the Surface Finishing Society of Japan, the Chinese Physics Society, the Chinese Vacuum Society, the Chinese Society for Electronics, the Chinese Society for Mechanical Engineering, the Chinese Society for Corrosion and Protection, Guangzhou Association for Science and Technology, Zhongshan University and South China University of Technology.

 “The International Conference on Advanced Surface Engineering (ASE)”, formerly named “The Asia Surface Finishing Forum (ASFF)”, started in 1982 in Tokyo, Japan, and afterward was held in 1985 in Tokyo, in 1989 in Seoul, Korea, in 1995 in Tokyo, in 1998 in Seoul and 2001 in Nagoya, Japan. The objectives of ASE are to bring together the researchers and engineers of surface finishing technology in Asian countries to discuss the advanced related technologies and also to establish friendly relations among the participants.

 “The International Conference on Surface and Interface Science and Engineering (SISE 2001)” co-organized by nine academic societies in China, was held in 2001 in Shenzhen, China, more than 120 participants over the world attended the conference. The aim of this conference is to provide an interdisciplinary forum for scientists, engineers, technical managers and students who are interested in the fields.

· Instruction for abstracts and papers

Abstracts should include title of the paper, authors and affiliation, and abstract body. Please type the title in capital letters. Abstracts should be within 200-300 words, and submitted in MS Word document format. If this is not possible please submit a simple text file. 
Abstracts should be submitted to the conference secretariat before the deadline Feb. 28, 2003. The authors will be notified upon the acceptance of their contributions before March 15, 2003. Abstracts submitted after the deadline Feb. 28, 2003 will be placed as posters, if accepted.
The presenter must be one of the authors and a registered conference participant. At least one author should be registered to assure that the abstract appears in the proceedings.

SITE OF THE CONFERENCE
The site of the Conference is in The Garden Hotel, Guangzhou, Guangdong Province, China.
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Guangzhou, capital of Guangdong Province, is the center of politics, economy and culture of the province.
